Byron Flickerfest International Short Film Festival 2006


Flickerfest’s 15th Australian International Short Film Festival will once again visit Byron shire.  Presented with IQ Inc, the festival will screen @ A&I Hall, Bangalow, January 20th to 22nd 8.30pm each night, as part of its greater national tour.

Shane Rennie, Byron Flickerfest co-ordinator and president of IQ, said “Each year we are expanding Byron Flickerfest further towards creating a signature ‘Byron Bay International film event’, probably outdoors at the amazing IQ Amphitheatre and surrounding venues”.

More than 900 entries from across the globe have poured into Flickerfest’s Bondi offices as the country’s premier short film festival prepares for its 15 th year.

Flickerfest will screen some of the best short films from Australia and around the world under the stars at the Bondi Pavilion from January 6 – January 15, 2006, before heading off on a national tour.
